BEGINNING VIOLIN WORKSHOP INTRODUCTION

1. Students are responsible for bringing their violin and violin book, and music stand* to school on their lesson day. We know how easy it is to forget something that you are not used to doing. 

      *Music stands will be provided starting mid October.

2. Practice is very important and we will learn how to practice together so you will know how to practice at home. During the first month we will teach you many things about the violin and your practice will allow you to learn by repeating them many times.

We will provide practice charts that are fun to fill out and help us understand how you are doing. 

Practice is how we get ready to play for other people. We recommend that beginning violin students take their violin out of the case at least three times a week and play for at least fifteen minutes or so each time.

3. Parents are invited to attend class whenever possible. Our students love it when they see parents 

watching and listening to them. Infants and toddlers can be disruptive so we request that only 

parents attend.

5.  Instruments: We strive to provide you with the best student level instruments for use in school and

     at home. Please do not let other people play your violin especially your little brother or sister! 

     We will teach you how to hold and care for your violin so that you will not have an accident.

      Please contact us as soon as possible if there is a problem with the violin. Violins are insured only

      for minor, repairable damage. Violins are not covered for loss, theft or total damage.

We are available if you have questions concerning assignments, methods, or violin related subjects.

The violin is a great musical instrument that has a rich history throughout the world.

We are grateful for the opportunity to instruct your children and hope they will enjoy our program.
